A proposal is to be prepared by the candidate in consultation with the Academic staff member and must contain information such as:
· A background to the problem being researched;
· Statement of your research question;
· the methodology to be used; and
· the resources required to undertake the research.


For semester 1 enrolments, the completed application and research proposal must be submitted for approval to the unit coordinator by 9am 20 February 2026.

For semester 2 enrolments, the completed application and research proposal must be submitted for approval to the unit coordinator by 9am 17 July 2026.

You will be contacted via email with the outcome of your proposal and if approved, enrolled in the unit by the Student Office. Once your enrolment is approved, you should enroll online in the usual way, as soon as possible.

JD Units

☐ LAWS5512 (6 credit points), one semester. This comprises a research proposal of 1000 words (10%) and a research paper of 7,000 words (excluding footnotes, tables, bibliography and any appendices) (90%).

Masters Units

☐ LAWS5694 Research Paper I (6 credit points), one semester.  This comprises a research paper of 8500 words (excluding footnotes, tables, bibliography and any appendices) (100%).


☐ LAWS5695 Research Paper II (12 credit points), one semester.  This comprises a research paper of 17,000 words (excluding footnotes, tables, bibliography and any appendices) (100%).


☐ LAWS5696/5697 Research Paper III Part 1 AND Part 2 (12 credit points), two semesters. This comprises a research paper of 17,000 words (excluding footnotes, tables, bibliography and any appendices) (100%).

Please include a research project title and a research proposal, being a synopsis of the envisaged contents of the proposed research paper (including a summary of the issue you are examining, statement of your research question, and statement of research methodology to be used) (maximum of 300-500 words as directed).
